Angela suggested that we only survey the Prevention staff.

Kevin suggested that we as the prevention staff for their supervisor mailing address to follow up with a survey for supervisors.  

Suggestion was made that we contact the practice board to see if we could get a list of all Clinical supervisors. 

Suggestion was made that we have two surveys, one for prevention staff and one for the clinical supervisors.  

Angela stated that she is going to ask the question (on survey) about how to engage prevention in APNC

Suggestion was made for the WFDC to advocate for a Prevention keynote speaker for summer school, APNC and other trainings.
